When you are tired of being pampered within the resort, there is so much to
see on Koh Samui. The island offers an intriguing blend of tourist hotspots,
local life and dramatic, stunning scenery. There are sunshine and tropical
warmth almost all year round. Visitors love the island for the white-gold sands,
waterfalls, walking trails, amazing sunsets and world-class restaurants.

Cheweng is the busiest beach resort and stretches over three miles of glorious
sand, the longest beach on the island. With its colourful nightlife and exotic
shows from the ladyboys, it comes totally alive.

Lamai is the second largest beach and is quieter than its famed neighbour. It
is the perfect place to sit at one of the picturesque beachfront restaurants.

Near
the Big Buddha, Wat Plai Laem is a colourful and interesting Buddhist Temple
with very ornate décor and art. If you donate money for the upkeep of the
temple, you will be given a bag of food to throw into the teeming fish in the
lake.

While on holiday you could take a Thai cooking course. Popular cooking

schools are SITCA and Pai Cookery Class. You will be able to buy many of
the spices and seasoning to take home at the wonderful night markets.
