Nestled in the idyllic Kamala Bay of Phuket, the villa is close to over 30 
gorgeous beaches and sunset points — each with a unique vibe. 

Surin and Ao Bang Thao are famous for their lively beach clubs, while Rawai 
offers a more quiet, jungled escape. 

Head to Bangla Road in Patong for a throbbing party scene. Boasting eclectic 
nightclubs, restaurants and bars, it’s the undisputed heart of the island’s 
nightlife. Hollywood Phuket, Timber Hut and Rockin’ Angels are highly 
popular. 

Bustling with hawkers and activity, Patong Beach is also a sought-after 
destination for jet skiers and parasailers. Try island hopping, experience boat 
rides, and discover fascinating caves and mangrove forests. 

Learn about heritage and culture with a walk around Old Phuket Town. Marvel 
at stunning Chinese and Portuguese architecture, witness age-stained Thai 
temples and Chinese shrines, or explore street murals and paintings. Don’t 
miss the 148-feet tall statue of Buddha, affectionately called Big Buddha. 
Adorned with Burmese white jade, it sits atop Nakkerad Hills. 

Go ziplining through luscious rainforests at the Flying Hanuman Ziplining. 

A treasure trove of funky thrift stores, glitzy night markets and high-end 
boutiques, Phuket is a retail hub. Phuket Walking Street and Chillva Market 
are a must for local handicrafts, antique items and artisanal products. 
Jungceylon Shopping Mall, on the other hand, is great for designer brands. 

Influenced by Chinese, Malay and Thai flavours, Phuket is deservedly called 
Thailand’s City of Gastronomy. From khanom jeen, a breakfast staple of 
fermented rice noodles and meat curry, to moo hong (braised fatty pork chops) 
and oh eaw, a refreshing shaved ice dessert — the choices are endless.
